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President Message

| had the honor of representing Temple Beth Ohr at the 71st Biennial
Convention of the Union for Reform Judaism (URJ) at the Gaylord
Conference Center in National Harbor, MD, just outside of Washington,
DC on December 14-18, 2011. It was my first experience attending the
entire event. (I attended the Biennial in San Diego in 2007, but only for
Friday night and Saturday.) There were 6,000 people in attendance
from 900 congregations in North America and England! They actually
had to close the registration at 5,000! Imagine having Shabbat dinner
with 5,000 fellow Jews all in one room! Celebrating Friday night
Shabbat service with over 6,000 of your friends and colleagues was
inspirational and moving! The musical performances were great and
the sermons by retiring URJ President Rabbi Eric Yoffie (after 16
years) and President-elect Rabbi Rick Jacobs were uplifting!

The keynote speaker was President Barak Obama. This was the first time in the 135 year history of
the URJ (formerly the Union of American Hebrew Congregations), a sitting President addressed the
plenum. Also in attendance was Israeli Defense Minister Ehud Barak, Chairman of the Jewish
Agency for Israel Natan Sharansky, Founder and CEO of Susan G. Komen for the Cure Nancy

Brinker, who received the Rabbi Maurice Eisendratha wa r d , Reform Judai s moj

There was a tribute to Debbie Friedman and Theodore Bikel, who received the Inaugural Debbie
Friedman Award for Contributions to Jewish Music. Hebrew Union College in NY has just dedicated
their music school as the Debbie Friedman School of Sacred Music, in her honor and memory.

During the week, | attended multiple learning sessions about various topics: How to grow your
membership; Engaging the youth; Legacy Planning; Clergy contracts; Temple President sessions;
Community Outreach and so many more. | could only attend a few, since many overlapped. | also
attended two Women of Reform Judaism (WRJ) programs. TBO Sisterhood received a special
award for increasing their membership since the last Biennial. The main speaker at the Y.E.S. Fund
luncheon was the President of NFTY (North American Federation of Temple Youth). Part of the
money thatés donated to the Y.E.S. fund goes

The Souls of Cat Folks

One of my personal challenges in seeking spiritual enlightenment and harmony with the world is
finding beauty in all of God's creations. It's not hard to look at the Grand Canyon and
appreciate the vast expanses. It's not hard to marvel at any nature program narrated by David
Attenborough. But sometimes, the hardest people and things to appreciate are right in front of
us!

My cats are a perfect example. | have two cats which | adopted in September from the pound.
At the time, they were very cute and grateful to be removed from their confines. But now their
personalities have shown, and thus, my true challenge started. It is easy to love people and
pets when they are sweet and nice (and cuddly). But it takes extreme patience to examine the
soul or nefesh in any creature and find the inherent beauty within. Many times | have asked
myself, "How am | supposed to tolerate one cat who is anti-social, attacking anything that
moves, and another cat who can't stop drooling and has the personality of a diva!?!?"

These cats are teaching me patience. The Talmud extols patience as a critical human virtue.
We see it championed throughout our history and literature. For example, in the story of Micah,
he suffers many challenging conditions and yet endures, saying "I will wait for the God who
saves me." The Book of Proverbs also references this virtue in 14:29 saying, "The patient
person shows much good sense, but the quick-tempered person displays folly at its height."

These simple teachings have aided me in understanding and loving the two adorable (though
sometimes annoying) little fur balls. And through my learned patience for little problems like a
cat that drools or a cat always on the offensive, it translates to patience and understanding on a
